1716    Louis XIV died in 1715 - 

            restrictions on French trade are  

            abandoned. French government  

            authorized lots of trading permits. 

            By 1719 all trade was absorbed by 

            the Company of the West.

1773 Jean Baptiste De Sable buys land in Old Peoria Village. His wife is a Potowatomi. "This Future wealthy proprietor of trading posts at both Peoria and Chicago was a free (black) man in a rampant of slavery"

1776    United States Independence

1777 Virginia Assembly established far-

             off Illinois as a county of Virginia

1778 Col. George Rogers Clark "took possession of Illinois in 1778…comes in a canoe to Peoria to notify the people there that they were no longer under British rule but were now citizens of the United States.  Not one of those people could understand or speak English.
