The Index listing above is merely a representative guideline. 

The curriculum calls for only twenty items on the map and in the index. The two items italicized (Fox River and Ohio River) are significant in that the Fox River is critical to locating Schaumburg and the Ohio River serves as one of our state boundaries.

Rivers, Lakes, and States are single points on a map. For Rivers, this index represents start and stop points as represented on the map.

For Lakes and States as they represent whole blocks of space, a range symbol “/” is used to represent the grid areas they can be found in.
