Record Latitude and Longitude lines FIRST. Note: Use an actual map to determine the correct latitude and longitude designations for the Illinois map.





Latitude and Longitude should be listed on the lines.





Grid numbers and letters represent the total section area between two latitudes and two longitudes.





Grid designations should be centered between latitude and longitude lines so as to represent the entire boxed area.





Grid Letters read left to right across the top of a map.





Grid Numbers list from top to bottom.





Example:  	“City” would have an Index listing of “B-2” : it is also north		 of the 42nd latitude and east of the 89th longitude.
